Points

You do NOT need to be member of Otago Sports Car Club to qualify for Championship points. 
Points will be awarded based on your fastest performance over 4 timed runs (or from the number timed runs completed by all cars if the event has less than 4 runs) over all 3 rounds. 
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Points will be awarded as per the FIA Drivers' Championship points schedule: 25, 18, 15, 12, 10, 8, 6, 4, 2, 1. 
Awards will be given for
· Overall 1st place (not eligible for a class award)

· Class A (Under 1300cc) 1st, 2nd, 3rd place
· Class B (1301-1600cc) 1st, 2nd, 3rd place
· Class C (1601-2000cc) 1st, 2nd, 3rd place
· Class D (Over 2000cc) 1st, 2nd, 3rd place
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Trophies will be awarded for 1st place winners.
Class capacity will be determined by MSNZ’s equivalence factor adjustments (ie engine capacity multiplied by 1.7 for turbo or supercharging, and by 1.8 for rotary). 
This adjusted classification must be used on your entry forms (eg a 1000cc turbo should be entered as 1700cc).

All you needs is
· A WOFed or Motorsport compliant car under Appendix Two Schedule A of the current Motorsport Manual - www.motorsport.org.nz/manual 
· Fire resistant overalls (ie 100% cotton overalls or race overalls)

· A Motorsport NZ Clubsport (or higher) licence – online.motorsport.org.nz/register_clubsport.php  
· A civil driver’s licence

· A good attitude

Entry

You do not need to enter the Championship separately from the usual event entry forms done at each event’s Documentation.
You do not need to pay a fee to entry the Championship, other than the usual event entry fee. Entry fee to each event is usually $60 (subject to change where necessary).  
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All necessary documentation (Competition licence, Club membership card, & Civil driver’s licence) must be presented at Documentation of all rounds.
Competitors may qualify for points in 2 different classes at one event if they enter in 2 differently classed cars. 

Competitors entering twice in the same classed car will only qualify for points in their first 3/4 timed runs on the road. 
Overall points will be awarded from a competitor’s first 3/4 timed runs on the road if they are double entered.
Additional regulations

Two-wheel drive vehicles only are eligible. 
4WD vehicles with drive to one end disabled will be eligible provided it can be demonstrated to the scrutineers’ satisfaction than drive has been disabled and can not be reengaged during the event.

No slicks - tyres must be primarily road orientated tyres. If in doubt please consult with the scrutineer (we’d rather sort it in advance than turn you away on the day). 

Tyre warming may be permitted at some events, but must only be done in consultation with the starter, and only in the designated area.

Non-WOFed vehicles must be legally transported to events.
Competitors should make an effort their cars are tidy and presentable. 
Competitors 

Strictly no practice or driving on the road prior to an event is allowed.

Competitors will be responsible for their crew’s behaviour at and coming and going to events. 

Competitors will obey MotorSport NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules at all times.

Winners will provide a photo of themselves, car and a brief bio to Wheelspin.
